Covid-19 has become a pandemic state and has turned health status around the
world into an emergency. The government implements some policies during the
pandemic, one of policies are working from home, including for notaries. In
carrying out their profession, it is very important for Notaries to get legal protection
in the form of new regulations governing their responsibilities during a pandemic.
